The emergence of ocid groups indicates changes in the nmode of socia nobilization. It results from the
development of reciproca relaions between gsate and ciety. When the imperiad examination sysem came to
an end, intellectuds began to asociate on the bads of their geographicd locations and professons. The
emergence of class constiousness then became an important bass of ociad group formation. Thus it can be
<een that the emergence of subcultural groups such as provincid fdlowships, professona circles and classes
led to the formation of <ocia groups. These groups A provided a new dage for socia nohilization.
Nevertheless, they were mot yet politicd communities. Indeed, they hindered the formation of politica
communities in modern China.
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
